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Budget Process and Financial Structure 
 

Process: 
Preparation of the annual budget is a planning process for the City, where goals and priorities that have been established in 
conjunction with City Council are further refined, and resources required to meet those goals are identified.  This budget includes 
these financial plans and the legal authority to obligate public funds required to meet those goals.  Washington State law requires 
that all municipalities adopt a balanced budget. 

The budget process starts in July of each year with each department reassessing its goals and objectives and means for 
accomplishing them as well as assessing their priority and value to the citizens of Mount Vernon.  Department Directors prepare 
preliminary departmental budget requests based on this assessment.  These budget requests are then presented to the Mayor.   

The Finance Director projects the City’s reserves and revenues for the upcoming year and within the framework of that financial 
capacity meets with the Mayor and Department Directors to examine these budgetary requests.  An intensive review takes place, 
examining current departmental programs or positions for possible expansion or reductions.  From these meetings the Mayor creates 
 preliminary budget and small group meetings are then held with Councilmembers to enable them to closely examine this budget.   

In November the Mayor presents Council with a proposed property tax levy.  Subsequent to that the Mayor presents his final budget 
to Council for their approval.  City ordinance requires that this budget be adopted prior to December 31 of each year. 

Structure: 
The accounts of the City are organized on the basis of funds (See page 7 for chart).    Fund accounting is the specialized type of 
accounting used by governments.  It arose in response to the special limitations placed on some of the resources provided to 
governmental jurisdictions by legal ordinances, grantors, and other resource providers. The City’s resources are allocated to and 
accounted for in individual funds depending on what they are to be spent for and how they are controlled.  Each fund is individually accounted for in individual funds depending on what they are to be spent for and how they are controlled.  Each fund is individually 
budgeted.  The City of Mount Vernon has three major fund types, General Governmental, Proprietary and Fiduciary. 

General Governmental funds provide services to the citizens.  Governmental funds focus on current resources.  These funds are 
segregated into departments for the purpose of carrying on specific activities.  Examples of governmental activities include public 
safety (Police and Fire), public libraries, public roadways, and public parks.  The resources that are utilized to pay for these 
government activities can come from taxes, fees, permits and licenses or grants and donations. 

The City’s proprietary funds are used to provide wastewater treatment, garbage removal, and stormwater management.  These could 
be identified as business type activities.  The resources that pay for these activities come from use fees.   

Fiduciary funds are funds that collect or manage money that does not belong to the City.  Examples of these include school impact 
fees and specialized pension funds.
